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3. Weconducted our review of the Statement in accordance with the Standard on
Review Engagements (SRE)2410 "Review of Interim Financial Information
Performed by the Independent Auditor of the Entity", issued by the Institute
of Chartered Accountants of India.

6. The standalone financial results of Bank for the quarter and nine months
ended 31"' December, 2023 were jointly reviewed by Gupta Gupta and
Associates LLP;Lunawat &Coand JCR&Co LLPwhere these firms have issued
their unmodified conclusion vide their report dated 20th January, 2024.

in the financial results. The returns received from the Branches cover 26.85 %
of the advances portfolio of the bank and 9.63 %of non-performing assets of
the bank.
