1. We have reviewed the accompanying Statement of unaudited standalone
financial results ('the statement") of Jammu & Kashmir Bank Limited ("the
Bank") for the quarter/Nine months ended 31"' December, 2024 attached
herewith, being submitted by the bank pursuant to requirements of
Regulations 33 and Regulation 52 read with Regulation 63(2) of SEBI (Listing
Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) R€gulations, 2015, as amended
("the listing Regulations") except for the disclosures relating to "Pillar 3"
including Leverage Ratio and Liquidity Coverage Ratio and Net Stable Funding
Ratio under Basel lll Capital Regulations" as have been disclosed on the Banks
website and in respect of which a link has been provided in the aforesaid
Statement, have not been reviewed by us.

The Statement, which is the responsibility of the Bank's Management and has
been approved by the Board of Directors, has been prepared by the Bank's
Management in accordance with the recognition and measurement principles
laid down in Accounting Standard 25 " lnterim financial Reporting" ('AS 25')
prescribed under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 (the "Act"), the
relevant provisions of the Banking Regulation Act, 1949, the cfculars,
guidelines and dtections issued by the Reserve Bank of India (RBI) from time
to time ("RBI guidelines") and other acconnting principles generally accepted
in India, and is in compliance with the presentation and disclosure
requirements of Regulation 33 and Regulation 52 read with Regulation 63 (2)
of the Listing Regulations, 2015 including the relevant circulars issued by SEBI
from time to time. Our responsibility is to issue a report on the Statement
based on our review.

3. We conducted our review of the Statement in accordance with the Standard on
Review Engagements (SRE) 2410 "Review of hterim Financial Information
Performed by the Independent Auditor of the Entity", issued by the Institute
of Chartered Accountants of India. This standard requires that we plan and
perform the review to obtain moderate assurance as to whether the financial
statements are free of material misstatement. A review is limited primarily to
inquiries of the ltank's personnel and analytical procedures applied to
financial data and thus provides less assulance than an audit. Accordingly, we
do not express an audit opinion.
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4. These unaudited standalone financial results incorporate the relevant returns
of 126 branches, treasury operations and the Credit Card division of the Bank
reviewed by us. In the conduct of our Review, we have relied upon the review
reports in respect of non-performing assets received from the concurrent
auditors of 236 branches. These review reports cover 73.15 % of the advances
portfolio of the Bank (excluding the advances of outstanding food credit)
including 50.98% advances, which have been covered by us, and 90.37 % of the
non-performing assets of the bank including 76.06 % which have been covered
by us, as at 3l"December 2024.
Apart from these reports, in the conduct of our review, we have also
considered various returns of the remaining 650 branches including returns
relating to advances portfolio, non-performing assets and provisions duly
certified by various Branch managers.of the bank which are also incorporated
in the financial results. The rerurns received from the Branches cover 26.85 %
of the advances portfolio of the bank and 9,63 % of non-Ferforming asset$ of
the bank.

5. Based on our review conducted as above, nothing has come to our attention
that causes us to believe that the accompanying statement of unaudited
Standalone Financial Results including notes thereon prepared in accordance
with applicable accounting standards and other recognized accounting
practices and policies has not disclosed the information required to be
disclosed in terms of Regulation 33 and regulation 52 read with Regulation
63 (2) of the'Listing Regulations, 2015'including the manner in which it ls to
be disclosed, or that it contains any material misstatement or that it has not
been prepared in accordance with the relevant guidelines/prudential norms
issued by the Reserve Bank of India in respect of income recognitiorl asset
classification, provisioning and other related matters except for the aforesaid
disclosures relating to Pillar 3 as at 31" December, 2024 including leverage
ratio, liquidity coverage ratio and net stable funding ratio under Basel III
Capital Regulations as have been disclosed on the Banks website and in respect
of which a link has been provided in the Statement and have not been reviewed
by us.

6. The standalone financial results of Bank for the quarter and nine months
ended 3I"' December, 2023 were jointly reviewed by Gupta Gupta and
Associates LLP; Lunawat &Co and JCR & Co LLP where these firms have issued
their unmodified conclusion vide their report dated 20,h January, 2024. The
standalone financial results of the Bank for the previous quarter ended 30,h
September, 2024 were jointly reviewed by us where we have issued our
unmodified conclusion vide our report dated 25d October, 2024.

December 2024 and for the period from 01" April 2024 to 3l" December 2024,
respectively, as considered in the consolidated unaudited financial results. The
consolidated unaudited financial results also include the Group's share of net
Ioss after tax of Rs. 3.32 crores and Rs. 1.44 crores for the quarter ended 31"'
December 2024 and for the period from 0l",April 2024 to 31" December 2024,
respectively, as considered in the consoudated unaudited financial results, in
respect of the associate, whose interim financial information have not been
reviewed by us. These inte m financial information have been reviewed by
other auditors whose reports have been furnished to us by the Management
and our conclusion on the Statement, in so far as it relates to the amounts and
disclosures included in respect of the subsidiary and associates, is based
solely on the reports of the other auditors and the procedures performed by
us as stated in paragraph 3 above.

1. The above Standalone and Consolidated financial results have been reviewed by the Audit
Committee of the Board in the meeting held on 20th of January 2025 and approved by the
Board of Directors on 20t of January 2025.

2. The above standalone and consolidated financial results have been subjected to Limited
Review by the Statutory Central Auditors of the Bank in line with the guidelines issued by
the Reserve Bank of India and are in compliance with SEBI (Listing Obligations and
Disclosure Requirement) Regulations 20 1 5.

3, The Bank has followed, in all material aspects the same significant accounting policies in
the preparation ofthe interim financial results as those followed in the preparation of annua.l
financial statements for the year ended 31st March, 2O24 except for classification,
measurement and valuation of its investments for which new guidelines have been followed
as per Board approved policy mandated by Reserve Bank of India vide its Master Direction-
Classification, Valuation and Operation of Investment Portfolio of Commercial Banks (Directions),
2023 issued on 12th September, 2023.

Thus, from l( April 2024, investment portfolio (except investments in subsidiary, joint
venture & associates) has been classified in Held to Maturity (HTM), Available for sale (AFS)
and Fair value through Profit & Loss @VTPL) with Held for Trading QIFT) as a separate
investment sub category within FVTPL.

On transition to the framework on lst April, 2024, ttre Bank has recognized a net gain of
Rs. 26.31 crores (net oftax ofRs,8.85 crores) which has been credited to General Reserve.

In view of above, income/profit or loss from Investments for the quarter & nine-months
ended December 31,,2O24 is not comparable with that ofthe previous period/s.

Hitherto, the Bank has been doing Investments in annuities for its pension payments with
retum on capital. However, from this year, the Bank has opted for investments for pension
payments with non-retum on capital, Accordingly, the actuerial valuation for pension
liability for the year has reduced by Rs.112 crores. The impact on provision in this quarter
& nine-months is lowered by Rs. 28 crores & Rs. 84 crores respectively.

5. Tlre financial results for the quarter ended 3l"r December, 2024 have been arrived after
considering provisions for Non-Performing Assets (NPA), Non- Performing Investments
(NPI), standard advances, restructured advances, exposures to entities with uhedged foreign
curTency exposure, tax€s on income, depreciation on fixed assets. and otler usual and necessary
provisions on the basis of prudential norns and estimates and specific guidelines issued by
RBI. The Provision for employees' retirement benefits viz. pension, greluity and leave
€ncashment l'ras been made based on actuarial valuation. To be more prudent, the Bank has
made additional provision on sub-standaxd accounts (secured & unsecured), Doubti'ul I
(secured), and Doubtful II (secured) category @ 10 %o over & above the prescribed nonns as per
RBI guidelines. 'I"he additional provision held on this account as on 31"t December 2024 is Rs.
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6.

Other income includes commission income from non-fund-based Banking activities,
exchange and brokerage income, profit/loss on sale of fixed assets, profit/loss (including
revaluation) from investments, eamings from foreign exchange, recovedes from accounts
previously written off, dividend income, Bank charges, etc.

These financial results have been prepared in accordance with the recognition and
measurement principles laid down in Accounting Standard 25 "Interim Financial reporting",
Accounting Standard 2l- "Accounting for Consolidated Financial Statements", Accounting
Standard 23- "Accounting for investment in Associates in Consolidated Financial Statements"
issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India and prescribed under section 133 of
the Companies Act,2Ol3, the relevant provisions ofThe Banking Regulation Act, 1949, the
Circulars, Guidelines and Directions issued by the Reserve Bank of India frorn tirne to time
and other Accounting Principles generally accepted in India, and is in compliance with the
presentation and disclosure requirements of the Regulation 33 & Regulation 52 read with
Regulation 63(2) ofthe SEBI (listing obligation and disclosure requiremenls) Regulations,
2015, as amended, including the relevant Circulars issued by SEBI from time to time.

Based on the available financial statements ald de<.:larations from its boffowers, the Bark
has estimated the liability towards unhedged foreign currency exposure to their
constituents in terms of RBI Circular DOR.MRG.REC.T6IOO- OO-OO7 /2022-23 dated
11.10.2022 and holds a provision ofRs. 6.78 Crores as on December 31,2024.

RBI circular No. DOR.CAP.REC.4/21.06.201/2024-25 darod 01.04.2024 on "BASEL-III
capital regulations" read together with the RBI Ciroular No.DBR,No.BP.BC.80I2I.06.201/
2014-15 dated 31.03.2015 on Prudential Guidelines on Capital Adequacy and Liquidity
Standard amendments require the Bank to make applicable Pillar 3 disclosures including
leverage ratio and liquidity coverage ratio under BASEL-III framework. Accordingly, these
disclosures are being made available on the Bank's website i.e. wwwjkbank.com. These
disclosures have not been subjected to review by auditors.

In terms of RBI Letter no. DBR.No.BP.15199/21.04.04812016-17 dated September 23,2017
(RBI LisGl) and Letter no. DBR.BP. 1908/21.04.048/2017- 1 8 dated August 28, 2017 (RBI
List-2) for the accounts admitted under the provisions oflnsolvency & Bankruptcy Code (IBC),
the Bank is holding a total provision ofRs. 301.33 Crores (Aggregate provision of RBI List
I and List 2 accounts) against the balance outstanding of Rs. 301.33
crores as on 3l*t December, 2024 in respect ofNPA Borrowal accounts reflected in aforesaid
circular.

11. Provision coverage ratio as on December 31, 2024 is 89.670/o without taking into account
the floating provision of Rs.190.48 Crores held by the Bank as on f)ecember 31,2024
which is part of Tier-II Capital.

12. The Bank has estimated the additional liability on account ofrevision in family pension for
employees as per IBA Joint Note dated November 1 1, 2020, amounting to Rs.72.50 Crore.
However, RBI vide their Circular F.BI/2027- 22l105 DOR.ACC.REC.57l2l.O4.Ol8l2021-
22 dated 4th October 2021, has permitted the Bank to amortize the said additional liability
over a period not exceeding 5 (five) years, beginning with the financial year ended 31st
March2022, subject to a minimum of 1/5th of the total arnount being expensed every year.
f-he Bank has opted for the said provision of RBI and accordingly charged an amount of
Rs. 3.625 Crore and Rs. 10.875 Crore to the Profit & Loss account for the Quarter and Nine
Months ended December 31,2024 respectively. The balance unamortized expense ofRs.
18,125 Crores has been carried forward.
